GM car owners report lengthy delays in the repair of their vehicles and anger that GM knowingly put their lives 
and safety at risk for so long.

The Recalled Vehicles

The ignition switch defect in the case is quite simple. The original switch (made up of a plunger and a torque 

valve, pictured below) was too small and too light in weight to hold the key in the run position, causing the key to 

turn to accessory or ‘off’ (and disabling the airbags, power steering & power brakes) unintentionally. Correcting 

the defective switch could have been be accomplished by GM simply using a structurally identical switch larger in 

size. The photos below give a side-by-side comparison of the original, not to specification switch, and the larger 

switch that repaired or replaced the smaller, defective one:

Essentially, to save money, General Motors used a two inch nail when they knew they needed a four inch nail. 

The cost associated with GM using the larger ignition switch has been estimated at just .57¢ per vehicle. GM’s 

own internal investigation shows that GM began putting the larger ignition switch in cars during 2006, and did so 

without changing the part number, and without notifying GM consumers. This defect only became known when 

the expert for plaintiff’s lawyers did the side-by-side comparison in a 2013 wrongful death case involving the 

GM Cobalt. Even then, it took six months until late February 2014 to issue a safety recall despite knowing the 

defective switch was killing and injuring members of the unsuspecting public.

Engine stalls as a result of this defect occur when driving over rough terrain, when the driver’s knee hits the key 

or key chain, when there is extra weight on the key chain, and in some instances for no apparent reason. The 

resulting malfunctions render the vehicles defective and unsafe to operate.
